COVID-19 protocol

Fall 2021

1.- Face-to-Face activities include

1. Helping students setup equipment to collect data.

2. Helping students troubleshoot processes while collecting data.

3. Helping students make connections between data and theory.

2.- Procedures to minimize the likelihood of COVID-19 transnission

To maximize the hands-on aspect of the Lab and maintain a safe environment, we are making the
following adjustments to our labs.

1. Every person entering the Lab must wear a mask.

2. While lecturing, Instructors may take off their masks as long as they can maintain 6 feet
distance between them and their students.

3. Lab windows are to remain open during lab sessions.

4. Upon entry, students will go to their designated station, wash their hands, and put on dis-
posable gloves.

5. At the end of the Lab, students will use the provided disinfectant to wipe down their working
area, and reset the equipment.

6. Before leaving the Lab, students will dispose of their gloves and wash their hands.

Note: Students are expected to procure their own masks. NMT will provide disposable gloves, soap,
paper towels, hand sanitizer, and surface disinfectant.
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
